CITIZENS AND GUESTS

MAYOR’S REPORT
· The Municipal Government League of Northern Kentucky will hold their quarterly meeting at Pride Park in Taylor Mill on Thursday September 18.  The topic of discussion will be the pros and cons of a county-wide smoking ban.  It is anticipated that members from the Restaurant Association will be in attendance.  Dinner begins at 6PM with the meeting following at 6:45PM.

· The Northern Kentucky Chamber of Commerce will have their annual dinner at the Northern Kentucky University’s new Bank of Kentucky Center on Thursday September 25 beginning at 6PM.
· The Crestview Hills Board of Adjustment held a hearing on September 10 and granted a variance on Violet Drive whereby two lots shall be combined for the purpose of constructing a large residential building. Another is scheduled for September 24 to hear a request from Summit Hills Country Club to move the golf cart path closer to residents abutting the golf course on Legends Way and East College Park.

· A letter of appreciation from the Kenton County Animal Shelter was read thanking the City for the contribution from the split the pot proceeds at the annual picnic.  
CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
· None. 

OLD BUSINESS 
A.  
Second reading of Ordinance 2008-8-1 -   an ordinance providing for the levy, apportionment, and collection of taxes and revenue for the calendar year 2008 and which sets the property tax rate for calendar year 2008 at .1415 per $100 valuation.  Mayor Meier noted that the City is lowering the actual property tax rate, which held steady at .1525 per $100 valuation for twelve consecutive years; however the actual amount paid to the City per property might be slightly higher than in previous years because the Kenton County Property Valuation performed reassessments of many Crestview Hills residential and commercial lots.  


Motion to accept the ordinance as written made by Mr. Laird, seconded by Mr. Thiel.  Ayes carried.

B. Discussion of NKAPC model sign ordinance  
Mr. Kramer reported that Mike Schwartz from the Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission was present at the Economic Development committee meeting and gave a very lengthy report on the model sign ordinance.  
Mayor Meier noted that at the requests of the representatives of local governments, the Northern Kentucky Area Planning Commission drafted a “Model Sign Ordinance” that would best meet the needs of local governments and fulfill the aesthetic desires of the community.  A number of definitions in the old model ordinance were revised and/or deleted; a more comprehensive scheme was drafted to better regulate signage [including billboards] throughout Northern Kentucky; temporary signage was addressed with more depth, as was signs allowed without a permit.  


The Kenton County Planning Commission has adopted the Model Sign Ordinance as previously submitted for each city to review.  The objective of the model sign ordinance is to provide a quality, reasonable, and constitutionally-sound document that legally protects the local governments and the authority granted to it while at the same time also meets the aesthetic desires of the community.
General discussion ensured regarding Crestview Hills current ordinances and what would change, if anything, once the new model ordinance is adopted.  Residents and businesses could still have the option of going before the Crestview Hills Board of Adjustment if a variance from the ordinances is required or desired. 

The Crestview Hills Economic Development committee will schedule an October meeting to evaluate the proposed model and will present an ordinance for first reading to Council shortly thereafter.
NEW BUSINESS
A. Discussion – Mayor Meier observed that he and Mr. Sommerkamp will be attending the Bishop Hughes dinner at Thomas More College on Thursday October 9.  The dinner begins at 6PM, while the Council meeting does not start until 7:30PM.  A motion was made by Mr. Sommerkamp to call a special meeting on Thursday October 9 at 4PM.  Motion was seconded by Mr. Kramer.  Ayes carried.
COMMITTEE REPORTS
Public Works – Mr. Sommerkamp reported that:

· Part of Woodspoint Drive paving has been removed and replaced with concrete paving.  The project was completed by the end of August by Jarco, Inc. 
· Druid Lane, Warwick Court, and Rossmoyne Drive from Winding Way to Druid Lane was resurfaced during August.

· The City will resurface East College Park Drive during October.
· Pavement and subgrade repairs and replacement will be done on Rose Terrace during September and October. 

· The traffic light at Legends Way and Thomas More Parkway will be installed in the spring of 2009.

· The next committee meeting is Wednesday September 17 at 10 AM.
Police Authority – Mr. Kramer stated that the last meeting of the Authority consisted mostly of training sessions attended by officers and the Explorer’s competition upcoming.
Recreation –  Mrs. Bright reported on the following:
· The next committee meeting will be Wednesday September 17 at 11:15AM. 
· October 9 is the date for the fall bus trip scheduled to Woodford County for lunch, shopping, and a tour of the distillery.  The trip is full at this time, although a waiting list has been started.

· The committee is considering other options for the picnic and golfing for next year.

Personnel – Resumes have been received and reviewed by Lisa Cooper at the Northern Kentucky Area Development District, who then compiled a binding of all resumes and a list of recommended interviews.  Four interviews have been scheduled for Monday September 22.  It will be advertised as a special meeting since a quorum of council members will be present, however; all will go into executive session for personnel issues.   
Building – Mayor Meier stated that bids have been accepted for a lobby window project and a software package has been purchased and installed.  The software is supposed to better regulate the temperatures in the building.
Motion to adjourn the council meeting made at 8:00 PM by Mr. Laird, seconded by Mr. Kramer.  Ayes carried.
