MAYOR’S REPORT

· It was announced that the March, 2007 City Council meeting will be moved to Thursday March 15, at 7:30 PM, thereby becoming a special meeting.
· HB 55 planning and zoning training took place this day from 8:30 AM to 5 PM in our meeting room.  The instruction was provided by Kentucky League of Cities.  There were 17 participants.

NEW BUSINESS 

A. Resolution 2007-2-1








Mr. Groth commented that the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet has made available match funding to assist in landscaping and beautification projects.  The resolution authorizes the Mayor to sign and file a TEA-21 Median and Beautification Reimbursement application.  The project for which the application will be filed is the Dixie Highway median strip located just south of Lookout Farm Drive and just north of I-275.  Brief discussion ensued regarding whether the project had line item funding within the departmental budget.  After agreeing that the line items could be adjusted, motion to accept the resolution as submitted was made by Mr. Kramer, seconded by Mrs. Bright.  Ayes carried.
B. Ordinance 2007-2-1
(first reading)






Mayor Meier acknowledged a previous interlocal agreement had been approved through council for a Code Enforcement Board.  Due to some wording and concerns expressed by the Kenton County Attorney Edmonson, a hollow City of Crestview Hills Code Enforcement Board must be created to participate in a joint city-county code enforcement board and establish powers of authority.  The City, in lieu of creating a separate Board consisting only of residents of Crestview Hills, shall instead participate in a seven member City County Board as per KRS 65.8811.
COMMITTEE REPORTS

Public Works – Mr. Groth reported that:

· Several streets were repaved last year and after the drive through the City on April 17 at 10AM, the list of priorities for this construction season will be done.  
· The City has found a reliable small company to do emergency repairs, catch basin work, sidewalk patching, and the like.  

· Snow removal seems to have gone well so far this season.

Police Authority – Mr. Laird conveyed that Paul Markgraf, a Lakeside Park councilman, will chair the Police Authority Board this year.  
Economic Development – Mr. Kramer affirmed the next committee meeting will be Tuesday March 13 at 4PM.
Recreation –  Mrs. Bright confirmed the following dates:
· Saturday March 31 at 11AM in the City Building meeting room will be the Easter party.  Instead of having an Easter Egg Hunt, we will have a bag of treats for the kids and coffee and cookies for the adults.  The Easter Bunny will be on hand for pictures.
· Friday, May 25th, 7:10 P.M., vs. Pittsburgh Pirates in the Club seats, section 307.  There are only 30 available tickets @ $40.00 per ticket.  Price includes buffet in the Riverfront Club, drinks, tickets for the ball game, and a bus ride to and from the game.  Admittance to the 4192 Club is included as well. (Cost to the City is $80.00 per person and the cost of the bus.)  There is a fireworks show after the game, included in the price of the ticket.  The bus will depart following the fireworks.
· Saturday, June 9th, 7:10 P.M., vs. Cleveland Indians, field seating behind third base in Section 113.  There are 54 tickets available @ $20.00 per ticket.  Price includes admission to the game only.  Transportation and food on your own.  (Cost to the City is $42.00 per ticket.)  Parking passes for the adjacent US Bank Arena garage can be obtained through Central Parking.  Call 513-946-8100 for more information.

· Saturday, July 7th, 7:10 P.M., vs. Arizona Diamondbacks on the Party Deck.  There are 50 tickets available @ $35.00 per ticket.  Price includes buffet and drink, tickets for the ball game, and a bus ride to and from the game.  (Cost to the City is $70.00 per ticket plus the cost of the bus.)  Promotional mesh Reds jerseys will be distributed to the first 10,000 adults and the first 10,000 children through the gates.  

· Florence Freedom games have been scheduled.  The first date is Monday, June 18th, at 6:00 P.M., at a cost of $5.00 per ticket.  It is dollar hot dog and soft drink night at Champion Window Field.  The second date is Sunday, June 29th, at 6:00 P.M., at a cost of $10.00 per ticket.  This game features seating at the Party Deck and includes a buffet from Shane’s Ribs and a Blues Brothers show
· The annual picnic and golf at Summit to be held August 7.
· Watercolor classes are being scheduled.
