CITIZENS AND GUESTS

Mayor Meier recognized the following guests: Chief Paul Herbst, Lakeside Park/Crestview Hills Police Authority, John Scola, Cincinnati Bell Wireless, Norb & Mary Ellen Hartman (Mr. Hartman carved the city logo that is present on the back wall of the new Council Chambers) & Diane Caldwell, Caldwell Designs, who worked efficiently with the Police Authority and Council & Staff on the design of the new city building.

MAYOR’S REPORT
1. Mayor Meier attended the Kentucky League of Cities Convention in Lexington on October 4-7, at which time he spoke with Transportation Secretary Bill Nighbert on the Turkeyfoot Road Project.  

Mayor Meier also gave a copy of the Thomas More Parkway Road Study to Marc Williams, Commissioner of Highways, for his review.  Mr. Sommerkamp will expound on the subject in his Public Works Committee Report.

2. Mayor Meier received a letter from Sgt. Chris Schutte, Lakeside Park/Crestview Hills Police Authority.  Sgt. Schutte used the meeting room in September to instruct an RAD Class, self-defense for women.  Sgt. Schutte explained in his letter that the room was perfect for the class.

City Administrator’s Report
1. Thank you note was received from the family of Paul Hemmer Sr. for the City’s funeral arrangement and condolences.

2. The City along with the Crestview Hill’s Town Center will sponsor an Eggs & Issues meeting on November 21, 2006.  Anyone wishing to attend should contact Mr. Groth to sign up.

3. A free recycling effort for the collection of items with mercury will be at the Sanitation District on Saturday, November 18, from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.

OLD BUSINESS

NEW BUSINESS 

A. Cell Tower Request – by Cincinnati Bell Wireless.  Mayor Meier recused himself from any discussion of this matter.  

Mr. John Scola, Director of Real Estate Management addressed Council with a request for the installation of a temporary 70’ utility pole with 2 antennae on it, a 5’x5’ box with 4 feed lines, 7” or 8” in diameter.  The utility pole, box and wiring will be painted to match and will be located next to the Police Authority Garage on the NE corner of the City property.  Mr. Scola presented a schematic of the temporary tower.  Upon approval of Council, construction will begin in mid-October. He proposed a six-month lease with the City for the use of the City property.  Mary Ann Stewart, City Legal Council has reviewed and made recommendations of changes to the lease agreement which is being presented for Council approval.

This tower is temporary and contingent upon NKAPC Zoning approval for the new 120’ permanent tower that will later be built on Crestview Hills Town Center property.  The reason for the temporary tower is to provide cellular power for the Town Center until the permanent tower can be built.  The permanent tower will be aesthetically pleasing with a U.S. flag on the pole and the grounds will be well maintained.

Mr. Thiel explained that the matter of the temporary tower was brought before the Economic Development Committee at their last meeting.  A small ramp had been proposed by Cincinnati Bell to be built across the sidewalk to cover the wiring.  The Committee did not feel that this was the best solution for the wiring.  Cincinnati Bell wireless agreed that the wires should be put overhead instead of drilling into and perhaps messing up the sidewalk, creating the necessity for costly repairs.  Mr. Scola assured the committee that any drilling into the garage, for the wiring, will be repaired to its original condition.

Mr. Groth reported that the zoning for the permanent tower should be finalized in November or December.

Motion was placed on the floor for the city to acceptance the 6-month lease with Cincinnnati Bell Wireless for the temporary tower.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Public Works – Mr. Sommerkamp reported on the following top five projects:

· As part of the new construction at the Dixie Heights High School, the school will be constructing curb and gutter along the south side of Summit Drive from Dixie Highway to Dixie Lane at the old Caywood School site.  The School’s contractor will begin relocating the 36 inch water main October 21, 2006.  After this is complete, final restoration and paving can be completed.

·  The City submitted a preliminary plan to the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet for widening Turkeyfoot Road to allow for a new left turn lane from northbound Turkeyfoot Road into Crestview Hills Mall Road.  Berling Engineering is assisting KDOT with right of way acquisition.

· The large median strip on Dixie Highway between Winding Way and I-275 is complete except for a water supply line.  The planting is being watered with portable tanks by the contractor.

·    The City is studying Crestview Hills Mall Road to develop possible solutions to the traffic problems.  The solution seems to be widening the road to four lanes.  

· On October 16, 2006 sealed bids will be received for resurfacing Chancellor Drive from Thomas More Parkway to a point 250 feet southwest of the northeast end of the street.

Economic Development
1.  Mr. Sommerkamp mentioned that awards given to various legislators at the KLC Convention for their recognition of assisting municipalities.  He suggested that the City should keep open lines of communications to these recipients of the awards that those recipients would be invaluable in assisting with the city’s traffic solutions on Turkeyfoot & Dixie Highway.  The City should send congratulatory letters of recognition to these award winners.

2. Several citizens have approached Mr. Sommerkamp regarding the number of overnight parking tickets being issued.  Mr. Sommerkamp would like to see the newsletter alert residents more often, that there is a parking pass that can be picked up at the city offices to prevent overnight guests from being ticketed. 
3. Mr. Sommerkamp stated that residents of Summit Drive have approached him with concerns about students parking in front of their mailboxes and blocking their driveways on Summit Drive.

Discussion followed.  Mayor Meier stated that he is not interested in providing more officers to patrol there in the mornings.  He will ask officers to ticket those cars that are parked in front of mailboxes, which is an enforceable offense.  He would ask that those concerned citizens, phone Dixie Heights High School about the situation and suggest a solution by the school.  There is a parking lot under construction that will be finished soon that should help the parking situation at Dixie Heights High School.  

Mayor Meier suggested that a meeting with the school board and Dixie Heights High School should take place.  He also called for a resolution to declare street parking for residents only on certain streets.  He asked Mary Ann Stewart, City Attorney, to draft a resolution to that effect.  Because spillage onto other streets could occur, Ms. Stewart stated that she will need to know which streets are to be affected by the resolution.  The matter will be addressed at the next Council meeting.

Police Authority  - Chief Herbst thanked Council, on behalf of the Women’s Crisis Center for the  for the use of the meeting room for their meetings.

Fire & EMS – David Jansing reported that 70 to 75 free smoke detectors have been distributed to various homes throughout the city along with educational materials.
Economic Development
Dan Groth reported that they had discussed the Cell Tower which Mr. Thiel discussed earlier.  

Mr. Groth was approached by Paul Hemmer to build a new building off of Centre View Blvd which would involve two lots between Centre View and Chancellor Drive.  More information will be forthcoming regarding the project.

Recreation –  Mr. Maschinot reported on the following:

a. The Committee decided not to distribute Halloween bags.

b. Next Meeting will be Wednesday, October 25.

c. Committee will be finalizing the Tree Lighting Ceremony plans and are collecting menus from caterers.  Date of the ceremony will be December 1st.  Santa & Mrs. Claus have been contacted as well as Jason the Great who will act as a strolling magician throughout the evening.

d. There will be no carolers, however, music will be played over the intercom.

e. The volunteer Dinner is set for December 9th
f. There are 20 tickets still left for the Renfro Valley, Comedian Carl Hurley trip. 
Communications - a Newsletter has just gone out.
Building –. The building has had a final inspection and NKAPC has done a final walkthrough.  The public restrooms need handicapped signage, which is on order and will be in next week.  

There were several leaks, one on the Police side and one on the Administration side, both of which have been repaired.
