NEW BUSINESS 
A. Representative from 5/3 Bank – item deleted. 
B. First Reading 2006-9-1 – Mr. Laird noted that the Finance Committee recommended keeping the same rate of 1.525/$1,000.  Mayor Meier informed Council members that a special council meeting will be held tomorrow, Friday, September 15 at 4PM to hold second reading for this ordinance.
Mr. Moser interjected positive comments regarding the redesigning of the Crestview Hills website.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Public Works – Mr. Sommerkamp reported on the following:
· As part of the new construction at the Dixie Heights High School, the school will be constructing a curb and gutter along the south side of Summit Drive from Dixie Highway to Dixie Lane at the old Caywood School site.  As a result of this, the construction crew has tracked heavy mud on Summit Drive, about which residents are complaining.  Jim Berling, City Engineer, that he will mention to the crew to be a little more conscious, if possible, about the mud.  He will look at Summit Drive when the project is complete to review whether the street is in worse condition as a result of the heavy construction traffic.  If so, the contractor has a responsibility to repair the street.
·  The City submitted preliminary plan to the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet for widening Turkeyfoot Road to allow for a new left turn lane from northbound Turkeyfoot Road into Crestview Hills Mall Road.  A reply has not been received to date.

· The large median strip on Dixie Highway between Winding Way and I-275 is being excavated, irrigated, and planted.  Construction should be complete in September.  The pavers are complete, the water line boring should be done this week; the underdrain is complete.  Planting should begin this week as well.
· Gallenstein Co. is seeking two variances for the second building to be built directly across from the City Building for a drive through banking window and a setback variance on Mall Road.  Another variance is sought for the Central Bank project on Turkeyfoot Road.  
· The Board of Adjustment will be coming forth with recommendations to change the zoning code regarding signage in the Research Park area.

· Discussion of City and State of Kentucky help in maintaining and improving the 22 ponds in Crestview Hills.  All are privately owned.

Economic Development – the next meeting will be October 10 at 4PM.
Recreation –Mr. Maschinot recounted that the committee will meet next week to discuss potential events for Halloween and the Tree Lighting that will take place at the City Building on Friday December 1.
Communications – A newsletter will be forthcoming.
Building – Mr. Groth spoke of the continuing “punch list” for the new building and that the building has a warranty of one year. 
After general discussion, motion to adjourn was made by Mr. Laird, seconded by Mr. Maschinot at 7:56 PM.
